The third agenda item was the review/ discussion of a proposed schedule to complete and suggest future petroleum/hazardous waste sites. Dave Olson stated this grant is the first petroleum grant and third hazardous waste grant for the region. Community-wide hazardous substances grant funds will be used to conduct 12 to 14 Phase I and about 8 Phase II environmental assessments. Petroleum funds will be used to conduct 10 to 12 Phase I and about 5 Phase II environmental site assessments. Grant funds also will be used to update an inventory of sites, conduct cleanup planning, and support community involvement activities.

To prioritize and evaluate the potential of sites, the Brownfield Task Force agreed to tour suggested sites.
