At the 12th Annual Awards Dinner held on September 16 
at the EM Media Center in Steubenville, OH, four such 
individuals were honored. 
 
David B. Cross  is this yearôs 
recipient of the Public Ser-
vice Award. 
 
He worked as a laborer at 
both Weirton Steel and 
Wheeling-Pitt.  He has been 
a teacher, a speech patholo-
gist and an adjunct instructor 
in speech.  He has been a 
practicing attorney in Brooke 
County since 1978, city so-
licitor for Wellsburg, Brooke 
County assistant prosecuting 
attorney and since 1981 
prosecuting attorney. 

 
There are numerous programs he has been instrumental 
in establishing in the state of West Virginia.  The Brooke 
County Victims Assistance Program was the first  pro-
gram of its kind in the State.   It was later expanded to 
include Ohio and Hancock counties and is now known as 
the Hancock Brooke Ohio Victim Assistance Program. He 
helped establish the first Community Service Program for 
criminal defendants to work for charitable organizations 
and county entities in the Judicial First Circuit.   Other 
programs include forming and supervising  an alternative 
sentencing program for DUI offenders which substituted 
substance abuse evaluation, treatment and community 

service as an alternative to incarceration.  He worked in 
establishing and operating the first Drug Court Program 
and Mental Health Program in the state of West Virginia. 
 
He has worked with local law enforcement in an under-
cover drug investigation enterprise in cooperation with the 
FBI which resulted in forty successful felony convictions 
of drug dealers in Brooke County during the 1980ôs. 
 
He has served as voluntary legal counsel for the Brooke 
County Veterans Memorial Foundation in the project to 
establish a Veterans Memorial Site in Brooke County.  He 
is one of the founding members of the Brooke County 
Education Foundation, with membership on the Board of 
Directors from inception, to present efforts to establish 
scholarships for post-high school education for Brooke 
High School Students. 
 
Anita Jackson , a lifetime resident of Jefferson County 
received the Special Recognition Award.  Truly deserving, 
she has a strong commitment to "worthwhile causes" and 
puts her heart and soul into organizations and events that 
will benefit mankind, and make someone have a better 
and more productive lifestyle.

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Regional bridge update:  
where are we now and where are we going?  
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From left to right clockwise. The Ft. Steuben Bridge closed in January 2009 and scheduled for demolition 
in winter 2011; the Market St. Bridge deck under renovation and expected to open in November 2010; and 
the Ohio Route 7/University Boulevard intersection at the Veterans Bridge. 

Our regional population of 130,000 depends upon our bridge system to minimize delay, provide job access and sus-
tain road safety. At the direction of the BHJ Commission and our federal-state transportation partners, BHJ is working 
to assure these promises through a continuing program. 
 
Ft. Steuben Bridge. Closed in January 2009, the demolition of the Ft. Steuben Bridge has been deferred until winter 
2011. 
 
Veterans Bridge. With 42,000 average daily trips, the Veterans Bridge is the workhorse for our regional bridge sys-
tem. Opened in 1991, the Bridge in 2009-2010 undertook approximately $4 million in repairs. In early 2011, Stilson 
Engineering Consultants will complete a preliminary design to resolve access delay near the west bank. Design and 
construction for these improvements are estimated to range between $20 and $35 million. 
 
Market Street Bridge. In 2009, the Market Street Bridge was closed for repairs and painting. $14.5 million in ARRA 
(American Recovery and Reinvestment Act) funds have been obligated to this renovation. The bridge will reopen No-
vember 12.  To complete a second phase, the Bridge will close again on March 14, 2011.  The estimated reopening 
for the second phase is October 28, 2011. These improvements are expected to sustain the Market Street Bridge for 
another ten years. 
 
New Ohio River Bridge Crossing between Wellsburg and Brilliant. Substantiated through a ñNeed and Purposeò 
analysis in 2000 and a ñPreferred Bridge Corridorò study in 2003, a new Ohio River Bridge crossing has emergency 
access, safety and economic development implications. 
 
A Bridge Site and Environmental Assessment was initiated in 2008.A Navigational Restriction Study to evaluate nec-
essary bridge length was initiated in September 2010. A series of public meetings to review a preferred bridge site is 
expected in early to mid-2011. Financial commitments include an $18 million allocation from US Senators Byrd and 
Rockefeller in 2005 and a $2 million allocation from Ohioôs Transportation Review Advisory Committee (TRAC) in 
2009. In late September, BHJ requested an additional $1.080 million at the Ohio TRAC review meeting in Akron.
